Wise Stewards – Various Proverbs

We all know from experience that money is a necessary and powerful part of life. 
Today, we will be reminded of God’s perspective on money through the lens of 
key truths, powerful traps, and everyday takeaways, so that we can walk in the 
way of the wise. 

The Truth: God is the giver of wealth (10:22; 15:16)

The Trap: Self-Dependence (30:8-9; 28:11)

The Takeaway: Am I trusting the LORD or money? (18:10-11)

The Truth: Righteousness is of more value than riches (11:4; 28:6)

The Trap: Corrupt Wealth (10:2; 21:6; 11:1)

The Takeaway: Am I seeking first the kingdom of God? (10:3)

The Truth: Leverage resources to bless others (3:9-10; 11:24-25)

The Trap: Stinginess (28:22; 3:27-28)

The Takeaway: How can I bless someone in this season of life?
